In the event that any of these executive officers terminates his
at-will employment agreement for any reason, other than the Company’s failure to timely pay salary, or the Company terminates such employment for such
executive officer’s willful misconduct, gross negligence, failure to perform required duties or due to a felony conviction, in each case prior to January 31,
2024, the respective executive officer is required to repay the Company an amount of cash equal to the after-tax amount of the retention compensation
actually paid.
